Make-up and Late Work Policy
After 2-3 days, all missing work and test scores go into the grade book as zeros. As soon as the work is completed, students will receive full credit. 
Grade averages may appear low temporarily, but this usually spurs students to get work in, whereas verbal reminders and lists on the board do not seem to be as effective.
 No student will be made ineligible because of this policy.
Students who are chronically late turning in work are dealt with individually, and a note will appear next to grades in the book when it is too late for an assignment to be made up.  
Book Reports
Due the Last Day of Each Month--100 Points Each
Since many students read lengthy books, book reports may be turned in late for full credit ; however, zeros remain in the grade book until reports are completed. 
Book reports due first semester may not be turned in late during second semester.
Book reports greatly aid students' overall averages unless not turned in. Zeros will lower their averages drastically.
