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Hill City FFA Officer Code of Ethics
(Revised March 2006)

Must accompany Officer Application

Section A:  A Hill City FFA Officer shall be considered in good standing when He/She:

1. obtains the Greenhand Degree.

2. attends all officer and chapter meetings and chapter activities on time.

3. participates in at least five activities above the chapter level, one being Leadership School.

4. is enrolled in an Agricultural Education course during his/her year of service.

5. acts as a positive example for others.

6. follows all Hill City High School rules and policies along with the FFA Code of Ethics.

7. is academically eligible at his/her high school and maintains a 2.5 grade point average. If at anytime, an officer becomes ineligible during the school year, they will be removed from the officer team.
8. gives precedence to FFA over other activities when there is no chance to work out a compromise.

9. attends chapter officer retreat.

10. accepts all responsibilities of the office they receive and any additional duties assigned.

11. cooperates with other officers and the advisor, as well as maintaining a friendly attitude with all.

12. refrain from the following:

a. possession/use of alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, illegal drugs.

b. vandalism, theft, or other illegal acts.

c. abusive behavior, unruly conduct, verbal or physical violence.
Section B:  Suspension of a Hill City FFA Officer may occur:

1.   for any violations of Section A or situations that arises during their year of service that is questionable by the chapter advisor or school administration.
2. when the officer is convicted/granted diversion for an illegal activity during his/her year of service.

3. The officer in question will be allowed to explain his/her situation prior to the 

decision of the advisor and adminstration. 

Section C:  Guidelines for the Hill City FFA Officers:


1.   While attending any FFA function, any FFA Advisor has the authority to take 


      disciplinary actions.


2.   Hill City FFA Officers must agree to this code of ethics or forfeit his/her


      office.
